Course Description:
If law is an inch wide and a mile deep, business is a mile wide and an inch deep.  Business is literally everything – politics, religion, sex, drugs, rock and roll, biology, meteorology, supercomputers, salt mines, geography, geology, geophysics and gee whiz.  And, of course, business includes law, too.
