The course will focus on the principles of California's community property system, contrasting those principles with the treatment of assets in common law jurisdictions. The course will also contrast California's treatment of marital relationships with the treatment of non-marital relationships.

Much of the course will be dedicated to analyzing how California classifies different types of assets which a couple might acquire during the course of a marital relationship. In particular, we will discuss how California classifies personal injury awards, pensions, disability benefits, professional degrees, bonuses, credit acquisitions and jointly-titled assets.

This course may be taken CR/D/F. Participation points will be awarded. There will be a final in-house examination. Students may use PCs for the examination.
