Course Description:
This course is intended to be a practical application of the law, and while the subject matter is family law, the skills learned are applicable to all areas of litigation. The course covers premarital relationships, domestic partnerships, marital relationships, and the dissolution of domestic partnerships and marriages in California. While there will be some comparative references to the laws of other states, the focus is on the practical application of California law. The main topics to be covered are pre and post marital agreements, fiduciary duties, child support, child custody, and spousal support. This is not a community property class although some property issues may be referenced. We will work on drafting, interaction with clients, court appearances, and other “how to” skills. There will several opportunities for students to make in-class presentations based on materials and problems given to the students.
