Course Description:
This course is a merger of the traditional administrative law course and some of the traditional regulated industries course. Regulated Industries centers on the theories of why we regulate sectors of the economy and, increasingly, non-economic activity. Typical answers center on the harms that activities inflict on 3rd parties, or on the need to control monopoly, or on the desire to redistribute income. We also examine common methods of structuring regulation. Administrative Law is a combination of the portions of Constitutional Law that govern separation of (legislative, administrative, judicial) powers in administrative agencies, delegation of power to agencies, and minimal process requirements in agencies, with the study of the statutes and executive orders that control the operation of the administrative agencies. It is also the fig leaf that hides (poorly) the politics that push administrative agencies in one direction or another. This class is particularly useful for students who will practice in areas in which regulation plays a major role. Typical examples include corporate and securities (Securities and Exchange Commission), environmental (EPA, state environmental agencies), real estate (same, plus local zoning), banking (Federal Reserve, other agencies), communications and entertainment (FCC), labor and employment (NLRB, state agencies), immigration (numerous federal agencies), or food and drug regulation (FDA).
