Course Description:
The Internet has revolutionized the availability and dissemination of information, the communication of ideas, and the sale of goods and services.  This course will examine how the law has tried to adapt to the technology of the Internet and the integration of the Internet into our daily lives.

We will place primary emphasis on intellectual property issues involving trademarks, domain names, and copyrights, and will cover other topics including the regulation of speech on the Internet; specific aspects of e-commerce; jurisdictional and governance issues; electronic intrusions; and privacy and security concerns.  Not all such topics will be covered each year.  The objective of this course is to give students a basic working knowledge of the most common Internet-related issues that they may encounter when they begin their careers as practicing lawyers.

There are no formal prerequisites for the course.  Students may find prior knowledge of some basic intellectual property law and constitutional law concepts to be helpful at times, but we will cover the elementary principles in these areas before addressing the Internet-specific issues.

There will be a two-hour, open-book final examination.  Laptop computers with SofTest are permitted.  Participation points may be awarded for very significant contributions to classroom discussion of the issues.  The course may be taken CR/D/F.
