This course will cover all aspects of federal trademark law, including protectability, the acquisition of rights, registration, infringement, and dilution. The status of a trademark as a "legal monopoly," and its relation to the First Amendment and to other forms of intellectual property, will be explored, as will "false advertising" under the Lanham (Trademark) Act. Students will be encouraged to watch for and discuss media coverage pertaining to trademarks, as current events affecting trademarks will be discussed regularly to enhance the relevance of the class to the real world of trademark practice. Matters relating to Internet domain names and "cybersquatting" will also be addressed.
