This course is a study of the legal system of the European Union (‘EU’) whose laws apply to 27 European member states. 

The first part of the course will address the Constitutional and Institutional law of the EU, the second will focus on its Administrative law and the third will cover its Social and Economic law (EU’s internal market and the four freedoms).

The course will rely heavily on case law from the European Court of Justice and member states’ courts and to a lesser extent on the jurisprudence from the European Court of Human Rights.

There are no prerequisites, although exposure to Public International law and/or International Trade will be helpful.
