Course Description: 
This course is an introduction to the basic legal framework of international trade, as embodied in the GATT/WTO, as well as domestic US trade laws. We will review the basic provisions of the GATT and WTO agreements [including MFN, national treatment, GATS, TRIPS, TRIMS]; examine the dispute settlement procedures of the WTO and the resulting jurisprudence; study the unilateral trade remedies [anti-dumping, cvd, safeguards, 301 actions]; survey the administration and interpretation of those laws; and evaluate the political and economic aspects of international trade policy. We will conclude with an examination of the evolving legal issues surrounding international trade and investment, such as the linkage of international trade treaties with environmental and labor standards.
