COMPARATIVE ISLAMIC LAW

This course in Comparative Islamic Law begins with a historical introduction covering the different phases of its development, providing an understanding of the various sources of law spanning its 1300 years of history. The second segment of the course analyzes the methods adopted in the development of Islamic jurisprudence and their application in various major fields of law (property, contracts, torts, family law, criminal law, conflicts of law, administrative law, and international law.

This course is not intended to be a theology or Islamic studies course. It is designed to expose students to both the values and ethics on which Islamic law is based, and provide a wider understanding of comparative law. This is a necessity to succeed in a global economy where a lawyer is required to appreciate and absorb different legal systems and approaches.
