Course Description:
We will examine the normative rules applicable to encounters between and among states, international organizations, multinational corporations, natural persons and other entities. After some inquiry into the nature of international norms, we will conduct a quick survey of the sources of those norms. We will examine the relationship between international and domestic legal principles. 

Next, we will study the most important international entities, with particular attention to states, international organizations, and transnational corporations. We will also look at two groups of international norms that protect individuals. We will study legal rules and norms applicable to transnational conflict. We will explore some mechanisms for the peaceful resolution of disputes. 

We will pay particular attention to rules and norms applicable to the transnational use of coercive force. We will explore evolving principles related to the scope of individual responsibility for violation of those norms by examining sanctions applicable under both international and national law.

Finally, we will consider when one state can apply its domestic laws to assert control over actors or actions having substantial connections to other states. We will also consider principles of sovereign and diplomatic immunity. 

The text for the course will be Janis & Noyes, INTERNATIONAL LAW: CASES AND COMMENTARY (3rd ed., 2006). The class may be taken CR/D/F. Classroom participation points will be considered in determining the grade.
