Course Description:

The course focuses on the process by which decisions are made regarding the development and preservation of land, including the regulation of the built environment and the assessment and mitigation of environmental and other potential adverse impacts. Federal, state and local laws, regulations, plans and other guidances instruct decision-makers to exercise their discretions in ways that are designed to achieve important public interest objectives. The decision-making process, however, typically becomes influenced by political, special interest, economic, homeowner, environmentalist and a host of other competing stakeholder concerns. Problems and difficulties encountered in reconciling these myriad, competing values and interests generate newspaper headlines, political campaign issues, and constitutional legal issues that commonly seize the attention of virtually all segments of society. The class will enable students to understand and evaluate the land use decision-making process, and to represent potential clients on all sides of land development and preservation disputes. Students may elect to enroll for CR/D/F grading. Participation points will be awarded. PCs with SofTest will be allowed on the in-house final exam.
