This course covers chapters 24-34, Real Estate Transactions (5th edition, 2005). The course is about commercial real estate development--construction lending, construction contracts, mechanics' liens, commercial leasing, and how developers secure entitlements to build. Tax-and-numbers phobic students may be distressed to observe that a few sessions are devoted to the methods that rates of return are calculated for real estate projects, and how basic tax rules impact the profitability of real estate investments. They need not worry. This course presents is a good way to learn the very least about these topics that real estate lawyers or budding entrepreneurs need to know. The final two 'entitlement' chapters concentrate on land use controls, subdivison regulations, and urban redevelopment (public-private ventures).
