Course Description:
This course will prepare students for handling cases from their inception through the beginning of trial. Topics will include drafting pleadings; propounding and responding to written discovery; preparing witnesses; taking and defending depositions; and making, opposing, and arguing motions. Throughout the course, we will cover elements of persuasive advocacy, with an emphasis on developing facts and case themes. The course will focus primarily, though not exclusively, on civil practice in federal courts.

The course will include a combination of lectures, class discussions, and practical exercises. It is available on a CR/D/F basis. There will not be a final examination. The final grade will be based on written work, oral presentation, and class participation. Enrollment is limited to 32 students.
