Course Description from Spring 2006 

This course will examine the law of the political process and the rules for democracy, with a particular focus on money, speech, corruption, and the interplay between process, politics, and substance, especially as it shapes the outcome of the races; we will read cases, examine campaigns in progress, hear from guest speakers, draw on real life lessons, and the current debate in Congress and in the states and the courts. We will look at whether reform is possible, how the latest round has worked, how the rules are shaping the first stages of the Presidential campaign of '08 on both sides, including both party rules and public law. Participation points will be awarded. Students may elect CR/D/F grading.
